Shahpur clash: Bail plea
of 27 accused rejected

THE AHMEDABAD Sessions
Court on Tuesday rejected the
bail applications of 27 people
arrested in connection with the
Shahpur clash.

They have been lodged in
jail for nearly three weeks on
charges of attempted murder
and other sections of the
Disaster Management Act and
Epidemic Diseases Act. The in-
cident happened on May 8,
when a mob pelted stones ata
police team in Shahpur area of
Ahmedabad after which the
police resorted to tear gas
shelling and lathicharge.

Their bail was primarily re-
fused on the ground that the
act of stone pelting and injur-
ing police personnel broke the
morale of the police force and
that given the seriousness of
the charges, if released on bail,
the accused would “give
strength and momentum to
anti-social elements”.

Additional Sessions Judge
Chirayu Adhyaru also ex-
pressed the court's aspersions
on the veracity of a video pro-
duced by advocate Ilyas Pathan
representing the accused. The
courtinits order recorded that
in the video, a woman is heard
speaking alanguage of a differ-
ent state and that the video ap-
peared to have been shot at
night when street lights are
seentobe onwhile the eventis
otherwise recorded to have oc-
curred around dusk, as per the
FIR. The order relies heavily on
the FIR and also accepted the

public prosecutor’s argument
that such incidents affect the
“morale of the police” and re-
leasing the said accused on bail
would “not be justified”.

The order notes that at a
time when the police is “serving
without caring for their own life,
people are expected to cooper-
ate...whereas the present ac-
cused threw stones at the police,
and broke the morale of the in-
jured police, asitappears prima
facile from the investigation pa-
pers submitted by the police.”

The FIR filed on May 8
named 17 persons as accused
and charges them under IPC
sections 307 (attempt to mur-
der), 1208 (criminal conspir-
acy), 143,145, 147,149,151 (un-
lawful assembly and rioting),
under section 51 (1)(b)(refuses
to comply with any direction
given by it in behalf of central
or state government or the na-
tional or state executive com-
mittee or district authority un-
der this act) of the Disaster
Management Act and section 3
(disobeying any regulation or
order issued under this act,
shall be deemed to have com-
mitted an offence under IPC
section 188) of Epidemic
Diseases Act and states the
time of the incident from 6.15
pm. to 9.15 pm.

According to the FIR, filed by
Shahpur Sub-Inspector HB
Chaudhary, Shahpur police of-
ficials along with SRP officials
were foot patrolling in the area
when some who were outside
were told by the police that
they can’t roam around during
the lockdown.

The FIR states that “a crowd

then started shouting that the
police harasses them every day
and they need to be taught a
lesson,” after which 2,000 per-
sons or so, “ran towards the po-
lice and following a criminal
conspiracy, started pelting
stones, with an intention to
kill”, injuring several police
persons. The police “had to lob
atotal of 71 tear gas shells.”
On May 8, 17 men named in
the FIR were taken, and the next
day, the police detained 12 more.
The 29 were then tested for
Covid-19 of which one, Mustakali
Gulabnabi Sheikh (42) tested

for survival.

Thedivision bench headed by
Justice RM Chhaya directed the
governments to take instructions
specific to the directions sought
by the petitionerand submitare-
portonjune 19,

The PIL moved by a social ac-
tivist Vishwas Bhambhurkar, sub-
mitted that the lockdown resulted
in the suspension of “Articles 13,
14,19 and 21 of the Constitution
of India by keeping the people of
the countryillegally restrained in-
side their houses without any
backingoflaw...the lockdown also
caused untold hardships to the
peopleof the country - food crises
and hunger, migrant crises, med-
ical crises and various other is-
sues”. The petitionalsoimpressed
upon “police brutalities” against
migrant labourers.

The petitioner represented
by advocate KR Koshti, sought
the court’s direction to the re-
spondent government and de-
clare the present lockdown as
unconstitutional and ultra vires
onaccount of it being illegal, ar-
bitrary, unjust, and bad in law. It

selfas part of the ongoing tribal
protests against the fencing of
aland by the Sardar Sarovar
Narmada Nigam Ltd (SSNNL),
which the department ac-
quired for the Narmada Dam
project over six decades ago.

The villager has been de-
tained and will be produced
before an executive magistrate
on Wednesday. The villager,
Natwar Tadvi, threatened to set
himself ablaze and brought out
acanof kerosene while joining
the protest, the police said.
According to a villager of
Kevadia, Tadvi claims that his
farm land was fenced along
with the open land parcel and
he will have no other means of
livelihood.

According to DySP Kevadia
Colony, Vani Doodhat, the inci-
dent occurred on Tuesday af-
ternoon while the local people
turned up to protest against the
land acquisition. Doodhat said,
"The man threatened to set
himself on fire but police offi-
cersonduty restrained him and
took away the can of fuel. We
detained him and have initi-
ated a Chapter Case proceeding
against him as part of preven-
tive action under the CrPC. We

have obtained a surety from
him that he will not take any
such dire steps. We will pro-
duce him before the executive
‘magistrate tomorrow. Till then,
heisinour custody.”

On Monday, the SSNNL,
apart from announcing the re-
location plan for the displaced
families, has also agreed to al-
lot commercial shops to af-
fected beneficiaries in a com-
plex in the parking lot of SoU,
among other compensatory
measures. The villagers who
have been up in arms since May
end also got into a scuffle with
the local police on May 31
when SSNNL officials began
fencing the land, which the de-
partment "has acquired”. The
statement on Monday said,
"SSNNL is only fencing the land
that it has measured as part of
its acquisition claim. No other
private land has been forcefully
fenced or acquired."

The contention of the vil-
lagers of Limbdi, Kevadia,
Vagadiya, Navagam, Kothi and
Gora is that the SSNNL sought
the land acquisition 60 years
ago for the building of the
Sardar Sarovar dam, but is now
intending to put the land to use
for other commercial purposes.
