FOUR WOMEN were killed and
16 others injured after their
pickup van collided with a truck
in Gujarat's Surendranagar dis-
trict, police said on Tuesday.

The incident took place near
Chotila around 10:30 pm on
Monday, said inspector 1 B Valvi
of the local police station.

The van was carrying 20
passengers. Two of them died
on the spot following the colli-
sion while two more died in
hospital, she said.

The van was heading for

Somnath from Shiyani village
in Limbdi taluka of the district.
The truck, coming from the op-
posite direction, turned right to
halt at a roadside hotel, which
led to the collision, the official
said.

The victims were going to
Somnath to perform “pitru
tarpan”, a ritual for deceased
ancestors.

All the 16 injured persons
were receiving treatment at the
Rajkot civil hospital.

The deceased, who were re-
lated to each other, were iden-
tified as Magjiben Rethariya
(72), Galalben Rethariya (60),
Manjuben Rethariya (65) and
Gauriben Rethariya (68).

jumps in front of train
with 2-yr-old child in UP

BHADOHI (UP), NOVEMBER 26

A25-YEAR-OLD woman died by
suicide by jumping in front of a
train along with her two-year-
old daughter after her wish to
go to Gujarat with her husband
was not fulfilled, police
said.

The woman jumped in front
of Bapu Dham Express, going
from Muzaffarpur to Prayagraj,
on the railway track behind the
Oonjh Police Station, taking her
two-year-old daughter in her
lap, due to which both of them
died, said Station House Officer
(SHO) Ramakant Yadav.

Virendra Bind, a resident of
Suriyava Police Station area (in
Bhadohi district), works in Surat
city. He came home during
Diwali and was preparing to re-
turn to work after the festival
break was over, the SHO added.

Yadav said Bind's wife

Lakshmi Devi (25) wanted to
live in Surat with her husband
and two-year-old daughter
Riyashi. Her husband promised
her that he would take her along
when he finds a room on rent
but his wife remained adamant,
the SHO said. After a dispute on
this issue, Lakshmi left the
house with her daughter.

“When her husband called
and asked where she was going,
she told him that she was going
to die by getting hit by a train at
Suriyava station,” he added.

The SHO said that the
woman's husband and family
members went to Suriyava to
look for her but the woman
went in the opposite direction,
going behind the Oonjh Police
Station boundary and jumping
in front of the Bapu Dham
Express.

The police have sent the
bodies of the deceased for post-
mortem examination, he
added.

Bomb threat awareness training

THE NATIONAL Security Guard
(NSG) conducted a bomb threat
awareness and safety training
programme on the Gandhinagar
campus of Gujarat National Law
University (GNLU), weeks after
the varsity got a bomb threat via
email.

The event was conducted
Monday by two major-rank NSG
officers along with other officers
and jawans from their bomb dis-
posal unit. “They provided valu-
able insights to GNLU faculty and
staffon handlingbomb threats, in-
cludingessential dosand don’ts to
ensure the safety of themselves
and those around them,” the
GNLU authorities said.

The NSG officials gave a prac-

tical demonstration of their Bomb
Disposal Unit’s operations.

GNLU Director Prof S
Shanthakumar said, “We organ-
ised the programme as a precau-
tionary measure in light of recent
bomb threats targeting several
universities, including GNLU. This
programme will be extremely
useful for faculty and staff mem-
bers in identifying potential haz-
ards...”

Rajkot, inspector booked

AHMEDABAD, NOVEMBER 26

A police inspector was Tuesday
booked for allegedly assaulting a
58-year-old Patidar leader in
Rajkot city, said police, adding, a
manhunt has been launched to
arrest the absconding accused.

The victim, identified as
Jayanti Sardhara, is the vice-pres-
ident of Sardardham Saurashtra
Zone Trust, an organisation work-
ing for Patidar community. Based
on Sardhara’s police complaint,
the accused cop has been identi-
fied as Sanjay Padariya, posted at
Junagadh SRP region.

On Monday night, images of
Sardhara, bleeding from head,
were shared widely on social me-
dia platforms, especially among
Patidar groups.

TheFIRinthe matter was filed
at Rajkot Taluka police station.
Sardhara, who submitted his
complaint to the police ata private
hospital where he was undergo-
ing treatment, stated that on
Monday evening, he attended a
wedding function in Rajkot city’s
Mahudi area.

Around 8.30 pm, a man ap-
proached him and said, “I am
Sanjay Padariya, PI posted at
Junagadh SRPregion, and you are
a traitor to the community.”
Sardhara alleged that the man
tried to attack him but was
stopped by the guests present at
the function.

Thereafter, the attacker is al-
leged to have said, “lam an active
member in Naresh Patel’s team
and you are betraying the com-
munity by being Sardardham
vice-president because of which
[ will ensure you don't get away

Accused Sanjay Padariya is
currently absconding.

from here alive.” The accused is
then said to have left the premises.

The Naresh Patel mentioned
in the FIR is believed to be the
Chairman of the Shree
Khodaldham Trust (SKT),another
Patidar socio-religious organisa-
tion. The Indian Express reached
out to Patel but since he is out of
the country, Dinesh
Bhambhaniya, one of the trustees
of SKT, said, “The accusation is that
the person attacked Sardhara on
the directions of Patel. But, it pri-
marily looks like the police filed
the FIR in a hurry. The CCTV
footage that has come out does
not show any weapon. The police
itself said that Padariya was on
leave and that his service weapon
was deposited with them.
Secondly, the injury is not to the
extent that they booked him un-
der attempt to murder, which
happens after the doctor's

report.”
He further said, “In short, nei-
ther Sardardham nor

Khodaldham have anything todo
with this incident. We have thou-
sands of volunteers who do some
workor the other. So this incident

may have taken place with regard
to the trusts but it is not that the
heads of the institutions are in-
volved initinany way."

When asked if Inspector
Padariya is associated with
Khodaldham, Bhambhaniya said,
"Just like Padariya, there are 119
inspectors and 400 sub-inspec-
tors associated with both the in-
stitutions since they are both ed-
ucational in nature. But, Padariya
isn'ta trustee of Khodaldham.”

According to the FIR, when
Sardhara was leaving from the
function venue, he was waylaid by
the accused inspector, who
parked his vehicle in front of the
Patidar leader’s car.

Assoon as Sardhara got off his
vehicle, the accused allegedly
pulled out a pistol and hit him on
the head withit. Evenas Sardhara
fell to the ground, the accused
continued to hit him, it was al-
leged. Rescued by bystanders,
Sardhara drove himself to Giriraj
Hospital.

Meanwhile, Padariya has been
booked under Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita(BNS)Sections 109(1)(at-
tempt to murder), 115(2) (volun-
tarily causing hurt), 118(1) (caus-
ing hurt with dangerous weapon),
352 (provoking breach of peace)
and 351(3) (criminal intimida-
tion). He was also booked under
sections 135(1) (disobeying or-
ders) of the Gujarat Police Act.

Inspector DM Haripara of
Taluka police station in Rajkot said,
“Theaccusedisaninspectorinthe
police training centre in Junagadh
and is absconding. We are at-
tempting toapprehend and arrest
him at the earliest.”
